Trailering Myths and Fac

Many of us use trailers behind our bikes (somescdauthat our wife can take her shoes!) to incréasamount
we can take, especially on long trips. Trailesbdlave the advantage that you can carry homé theo
SAFETY CHROME you buy at the rally. The bad newthiat your better half can also buy a lot at tharest
mall, at least until the credit cards are maxed out

Trailers have been reported as being dangerouwsvas this is not true. The biggest hazard we
encounter on the roads is the 4-wheel vehicle tigrteft in front of us. The trailer does not ingse this risk,
although it will increase your stopping distance.

Some people have said that design doesn’t matiehaving towed several different trailers ovex th
years, including one that we made; | will say tipaality is something you can buy. Having a trailgth shock
absorbers will not necessarily be safer, but it mike the ride more comfortable. A trailer withstocks will
bounce, especially when lightly loaded, and thik earry through to the bike. A lower profile tiai will
decrease wind resistance, but will also limit thapse of items you can carry. Itis best if you fiad an
aerodynamic package as this will pay for itselinoy decreasing your fuel mileage as drasticallywider
wheelbase will lessen the possibility of flippirgettrailer during evasive maneuvers. The widemtheelbase
the longer the tongue should be, which will inceegsur overall length, but will give greater stélibn the
road.

Use caution when loading your trailer so thatlta®l is distributed properly. You should have 16f6
the load (including the trailer weight) or a minimwf 25 pounds on the tongue. This will allow ttragler to
track straight down the road.

Trailers will wear out your bike. Unfortunatelyi$ one is true. We are adding additional strainhe
bike, but we can take steps to minimize the eff@n’'t accelerate as fast as normal will assiBownshift
when stopping to allow your engine to provide géaportion of the braking, this will save the brake

A swaying trailer is certain death. This is noiet however it can increase side loading on yioes,t
which can be dangeus in wet conditions. This is more of a cosmeéizdrd that should be avoided by prop
balancing the load and having the proper lengtguen

A swivel coupler will flip the trailer. This isat true. Having a swivel coupler will allow thentgue to
rotate if we do drop our bikes. This will prevelaimage to some of the plastic of metal components.

A trailer will screw up my maneuverability. Thgstrue, although it is not a huge decrease, hst it
something to be aware about.

The larger diameter wheels on your trailer willane smoother ride. The balance of this is that
sometimes replacement tires can be difficult td fimout of the way places and weekends. Mosuoftmilers
use a standard 12” wheel and these can be purchhmedt anywhere.

It has been reported to never use safety chaiesiwdwing. This is definitely false. You are reqd
by law to have these connected between the tovwchkeehind the trailer. These should be crossed (@hin yot
chains are attached far apart), although with riragers today the chains are attached in the raiddrossing
the chains allowed you to make shorter radius twitisout snapping the chains from being too tiggbme
people have reported that having your chains cibgeavides a cradle to catch the tongue if théer@omes
unhitched. This will not happen as the distandevben the mounting points and the attachment panas
longer than the height of the trailer tongue. Youneed to be aware that if you trailer ever courdstched to
never apply your brakes, but to let the bike sl@mwwd on its own with the friction created by thelea
Applying the brakes could result in the tongue oty the rear wheel, which could raise the tirfeobtthe
ground. Not too many of us practices riding on foant wheels too often.

The have been reports that you do not need tialets that reflectors will do. Law requires tinghts,
and also common sense says that lights are easeetthan reflectors. You can have some refleetdded,
but lights are still needed.
