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Classes & Hazards 
 
 I am sure that a lot of you have noticed that Kathy & I have not been riding to as many events as 
we typically have in the past.  We are being more selective and going to places that we want to go and also 
taking more time for ourselves.  We have passes to Busch Gardens, Sea World, Universal Studios, and
Islands of Adventure and we intend to use these.  This information is background for the below so that 
you can understand why we must depend on others to inform us about needed courses. 
 We have been hearing that the Chapter needs some additional classes, specifically for Road 
Captain (Team Riding) and Co-Rider.  We have selected October 7th for the Road Captain’s course and 
tentatively scheduled for 9:00 am at Stacey’s Buffet.  We have to obtain approval from Stacey’s in order 
to hold the class.  The class portion will be first, and then we will all enjoy their lunch buffet.  After this 
we will have the riding portion of the program.   
 I want to be specific that this course is for EVERYONE.  You do not need to be a leader or tail 
gunner to after completion.  This course will instruct us in the way GWRRA and Chapter M conducts 
TEAM rides. 
 There is a Co-Rider course scheduled with the Rider’s Fair being held November 17th.  We can 
always have one prior to this if we have enough interest.  This is another good course and there are many 
things that a Rider can learn here also.  This course is much shorter and only requires about 1 to 2 hours.  
There is no riding involved with this class. 
 Last month we spoke about highway hazards and it sounds as if one of our (former) members 
experienced this first hand.  Scott Gross was on an on-ramp to I-75 and doesn’t remember anything from 
that point until he was in the ambulance.  One Bradenton member examined the scene looking for the 
bike and didn’t report seeing any signs of the accident. 
 What is the likely cause of this?  Without having been there it is impossible for us to determine.  
The first item to consider is the probability that there was something on the road, oil or other fluids from 
a vehicle.  This has caused other accidents in the past as some of our members are painfully aware.  This 
would be difficult to see when you have the bike leaned over and looking through the corner.  There are 
other road hazards that could cause this, specifically loose sand and gravel. 
 If fluids were the cause of this, what can you do to try and minimize your danger from this?  The 
first thing that I think about is to stay out of the middle of the on-ramp.  This is the most likely place for 
fluids to be found.  The second place is the outside track of the lane; this is the second most likely place for 
the fluids.  This leaves us with us with the inside track; coincidently this also allows us to hold the inside of 
the corner.   
 Many times road hazards are not very obvious and vehicle fluids can be quite difficult to see.  They 
sometimes appear as wet spots on the road and we will suspect that they are not going to cause us 
problems.  That is the time that they will reach out and teach us the lesson that they can cause us issues.
