FL1-M 
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A Co-Rider’s Perspective 

 
           This month’s article is being written by a co-rider and co-educator.  My thought was to 
provide a different slant on what it is like to be a co-rider and what our responsibilities are.  
Many of us (including me) get ourselves ready to go on a ride and let our riders do the T-Clock 
and load the bike for the trip.  This means that we are accepting NO responsibility for the bike 
itself! 
 Rider and co-rider should schedule time so that we assist in inspecting the bike before the 
ride.  When loading the bike with clothes, food, or drink to be taken, it is easier if you both know 
where things are placed.   I don’t know how many times I have had to ask Ron “Where are the 
M&Ms you brought for me?”  If I had assisted in the loading I would have known where this 
ESSENTIAL food was and wouldn’t have needed to ask.  Another thing to think about is when 
YOUR clothes are being loaded they may end up on the bottom of the stack, resulting in a
wrinkled mess when unpacked (and of course HE doesn’t IRON!). 
 By doing the bike inspection prior to the ride we constantly refresh our memory on 
locations of the various controls which could help in an emergency.  Most of us have attended at 
least one co-rider seminar and part of this includes what to do in something happens to our rider. 
 Now that we have discussed the obvious, let look’s at some of the hidden items.  What to 
do if your rider is not feeling well?  What to do if your rider is upset about something and should 
not be on the bike?  This directly impacts your safety as well as the groups.  We need to do 
whatever it takes to be sure the rider is properly focused.  This may mean suggesting traveling in 
a car versus the bike (I sometimes blame it on myself to take the pressure off of Ron).  Starting 
off on a ride requires that both of us are well rested and in the proper frame of mind.   

The two of us are both early risers, but when traveling as a group, remember NOT 
everyone is.  The ones who arise late still need to have time to get themselves ready and eat prior 
to starting the ride.  The early risers need to keep themselves busy so that they are not sitting 
around anxiously awaiting the ride to start (cleaning the bike is always an option).   Many of our 
members are planning on attending Wing Ding in Greeneville this year and many will travel in a 
group.
